A suggested method is to -
sert a new metal or plastic tank inside
the ald tank: or it may be possible to
seal it with a substance called '"Pour
15" That way function and hstoric
integrity would be maintained.

Recently Jim Mclntire, Art Laidlaw and
Brad LaKose bepan work on the
locomotive, Using the recently donated
t-ton 1949 Studebaker boom Lruck,
Brad hoisted the tank off of the
locomotive deck. Jim and Art, our ace
wrench and riggers, guided the tank to
a location where it could be unloaded
and future work could be done o il.
This was the first use of the
Studebaker truck, donated by Armold
and Peggy Teague. It was a big help.

Futare work involves cutting part of the
rear of the tank and determining the
exact type of insert tank for this pro-
ject, This would be followed up with
welding to close the extenor of the

old tank. In this process, some new
metal would be used to eliminate and
repalr old damaged areas of the Lank.

We do nol have a time ine for this work
project as vel and it will mosl likely be
done on an 'as time permits’’ basis,
We do need the assistance and dona
tion of labor in the form of a profes:

Negotiations were underway with the
Union Pacific Railroad for the donation
to the museum of former Southern
Pacific tank car #4470 when salvage
crew picked it up and hauled it away.
Brad was dealing with someone m
Omaha (UP Headquarters) when
someone, presumably i Roseville,
decided to scrap the cars. This il
lustrates how difficult it can be dealing
with a company as large and spread out
as Union Pacific, The car had been sit-
ting on a siding in Santa Margarita for
several years. It had previously been
parked along with a domeless tank car
on the Cuesta Siding near the summit
of Cuesta Grade, near tunnel #6. That
siding was removed several years ago
by Southern Pacific Railroad and the car
was moved to Santa Margzarita.

It had probably hauled wvarious
chemicals for customers through the
vears. It was converted to a firefighting
water car and used to put out the fires
that occurred in the tunnels and sur-
rounding hillsides on the Cuesta Grade.

The car was last used by the Southern

One That Got Away

Pacific Railroad and fire crews to fight
the 1985 Las Pilitas fire. It was spot-
ted on a siding located directly behind
the fire station in Santa Margarita. The
firefighters would place fire hoses into
the dome and fill the car with water. &
diesel locomotive would then couple to
the car and pull it the two miles up
Cuesta Grade to the summit. There it
was used as a water source for the fire
crews. Access to that area for fire
trucks is difficult and the tank car was
a valuable addition to the firefighting
arsenal,

It was a 40-foot steel, riveted, single
dome tank car, of the style most com-
monly thought of when discussing tank
cars, The construction date is unknown,
however it was of typical 1940s design
and maternial.

The museum is preserving historic nar-
row gauge and standard gauge cars,
It 18 hoped that we will be able to pre-
sent to our museum guests a true cross
section of histonc railroad cars that
were used on the central coast of
Califorma.
